Unofficial election results from the
26th State Senate show that Republi-
can Toni Boucher beat out challenger
John Hartwell, a Democrat, on her way
toward another term as State Senator
in the 26th District.

Nationally, the Republicans have
won a vast majority in Congress but
that same sensation did not sweep all
of Connecticut. Many Democrats took
key victories across the state and the
new State Legislature is remains most-
ly Democrat. New Canaan, on the oth-
er hand, largely supported Republican
voters as evidenced by the numbers.
